the ir pride at having t h e i r prowess
frus trated so suddenly by such a
premature complete change of a t t i -
tude!

10. IF YOU WANT TO COOL THEM
DOWN i t ' s b e t t e r to gradually wi th-
draw the b a i t , having lured them as
far as you want them to go, and not
jerk i t suddenly out of the water,
